Vegetation status within the app is currently computed based on the
information provided by the Proba-V 10 days NDVI products. The
usual NDVI values interval between [-1 to 1] was scaled to [0 to 10].
The resulting classes are as follows:

No vegetation - such as constructed areas, barren rock,
$ sand beaches, snow and all the other surfaces not covered
by vegetation at that particular point in time

Sparse vegetation - typically associated with surfaces
partially covered by vegetation or with plants in poor health
conditions (like in autumn - senescing crops)

Medium health vegetation - transitioning phase from
sparse to healthy vegetation

Healthy vegetation - areas with vegetation in good
conditions, such as growing phase crops or grasslands

Dense vegetation - usually denotes not only healthy
vegetation, but also a higher density of biomass
